The strikingly beautiful temple has a 22 metre tower
and its interior is adorned with paintings and scuptures that depict
the Hindu deities. During the festival of Thaipusam, this temple is
the starting point of the procession that leads to Batu Caves.
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ISTANA NEGARA (NATIONAL PALACE)

Istana Negara or the National Palace is the official
residence of the King of Malaysia. This majestic edifice at
Jalan Duta officially became the National Palace in 2011,
replacing the old palace in Jalan Istana. Covering 97.65
hectares, the palace boasts a traditional Malay design with
Islamic art work that were created by renowned sculptors
from Terengganu and Kelantan. The palace is graced by 22
domes, with the largest standing at 44 metres in height.

Sultan Abdul Samad Building one of the city’s most
enduring attractions. Built in 1897, the building is said to
have been the finest in the Malay states. It features an
imposing porch, graceful horseshoe shaped arches, shiny
copper domes and a 41.2 metre clock tower. The Ground
Floor of this building houses a Tourist Information Centre.

SHOPPING

Kuala Lumpur is a paradise for shoppers with something to
cater to every taste and budget.

DATARAN MERDEKA (MERDEKA SQUARE)

Dataran Merdeka is one of the most important heritage
sites in the city. The Union Jack was lowered here to mark
the country’s independence from Colonial rule. Hence

the name Dataran Merdeka, which means ‘Independence
Square’. Activities in the area include free heritage guided
walks, and KL ByCycle tours.

ISLAMIC ARTS MUSEUM

This museum showcases the beauty of Islamic arts in
Malaysia and around the world. Highlights include Islamic
architecture and replicas of famous buildings such as the
Taj Mahal in India, Masjid Al-Haram in Mekah and the Amir
Timur Mausoleum in Uzbekistan.

TUGU NEGARA (NATIONAL MONUMENT)

Jalan Parlimen

Situated overlooking the KL Lake Gardens, the huge bronze
monument was built to pay tribute to the soldiers who gave
their lives defending the country during the Communist
Insurgency in the 1950s. The National Monument was
designed by Felix de Weldon, the architect of the famous
Iwo Jima Memorial.
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PETALING STREET (CHINATOWN)

Petaling Street or Chinatown is the place to find everything from
novelty items, fresh flowers, clothes, bags, shoes to timepieces
and many more. Genuine, adventurous visitors can put their
bargaining skills to the test.

MALAYSIA TOURISM CENTRE (MATIC)

Set in a colonial building, MATIC is a one-stop centre for
tourists. Enjoy a host of facilities such as a 24-hour tourist
police counter, Internet access, tour agencies, currency
exchange, hotel reservations as well as souvenir outlets and a
chocolate boutique. Constructed in 1935, MATIC was
originally a family residence of a wealthy tin miner and rubber
estate tycoon. The building has been the venue of several
important occasions including the first sitting of Malaysia’s
parliament.

KL TOWER

Standing at a height of 421 metres, KL Tower is one of the most
prominent landmarks in the country. It is the seventh tallest
telecommunications tower in the world and the tallest in
Southeast Asia. The tower is situated in the Bukit Nanas Forest
Reserve, making it the only tower in the world to be located within
a forest. View the city skyline from a dizzying height of 276 metres
at the Observation Deck and enjoy a variety of other activities.
